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Fatigue, HOS, and ELD Mandates

• Fatigue is often cited as a 
contributing factor to freight 
collisions.

• Hours of Service (HOS) Laws
have been enacted with the 
intent of reducing driver 
fatigue.

• Electronic Logging Devices (ELDs) can automatically track HOS.

• The United States began mandating ELDs in late 2017;
• Canada is expected to follow suit within the next two years.

Problem: All these issues require adequate parking; however, a lack of 
truck parking is often identified in many regions.

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Truck Parking Deficits

• Truck drivers report a lack of truck parking throughout Canada, 
especially in Southern Ontario (same in the United States).

• Subsequent analyses express safety and financial concerns. 

• However, often only public rest areas are considered in these 
studies.
